Straight from the Lyon’s 
Mouth 

Spring has sprung, or is in the 
process of springing, and now is the 
time when insects and other pests, 
who have been snoozing all winter 
long, start to wake up and make their 
presence known. If you notice any 
incursions into your apartments, 
please call the rental office 
immediately, at 703-465-9700. The 
pest control folks are scheduled to 
come the second and fourth 
Thursdays of each month – make 
sure your apartment is on the list! 
 
One of the insects that is making an 
appearance this year is the black 
carpet beetle. The following info – and 
more – can be found online at 
http://www.ento.psu.edu/extension/fac
tsheets/blk_carpet_beetle.htm: 
 
“The black carpet beetle . . . larvae 
eat almost any type of animal product 
such as leather, wool, silk, feathers, 
hair, dried meat, dead insects, and 
even dried plant material. The black 
carpet beetle is a pest in kitchen 
cupboards as well as in clothes 
storage areas.”
