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As you know, we have many methods
for disposing of trash at LVA.

We have the green recycling bins at
the bottom of the alley between D and
B buildings, which take glass, plastic,
cans, and newspaper and are emptied
once a week.

We also have the large Dumpster at
the top of the alley, which is where all
trash should be placed. When putting
your rubbish through the side doors,
rather than throwing it in through the
top, please be sure to toss it to the
middle of the Dumpster so that others
also can access the side doors. Also,
please don’t leave bags of trash sitting
on the lid of the Dumpster, as they
then fall down behind the bin when
the trucks empty it. This Dumpster is
emptied three times a week.

If you have large items that need to be
hauled away (e.g., mattresses, sofas,
chairs, etc.) — anything that would
block the Dumpster from receiving
more trash — please call the rental
office to arrange for a special pick-up.
You will be fined for dumping large
items without prior notice.

Finally, there is a smaller Dumpster at
the top of the alley, which is
exclusively used to recycle cardboard
boxes. If you have any boxes you
need to get rid of, please flatten them
and then toss them in the little
Dumpster for removal.
